GENERAL ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA 

Applications will be accepted from all individuals, organizations or businesses that support the Yukon tourism industry and contribute to the development of Yukon as a must-see destination. 

The nominated tourism-related product or service must have been offered within the 18 months prior to April 1, 2011. 

Organizations or businesses may be self-nominated or nominated by another party. 

NOMINATION PROCESS 

Nominations must adhere to the general eligibility criteria and the category-specific criteria. When nominating a business or individual, please fill out all of the attached nomination form and respond to each of the questions/criteria provided for that category. 

Nominations for the 2011 Yukon Tourism Awards of Excellence sponsored by Outside the Cube will be accepted until the end of the business day on Friday, April 15, 2011.

The Innovator of the Year Award will be presented to the tourism business or organization that develops the most innovative tourism product, service or process.
The recipient of this award will be a business that:

a. Develops either:

i) An innovative new tourism product, service or process that has a positive impact on the tourism business or on the industry as a whole; or

ii) An innovative new approach that refines and/or enhances an existing tourism product, service or process that has a positive impact on the tourism business or on the industry as a whole.

b. Is committed to visitor satisfaction and product development;

c. Contributes to the long-term growth of the tourism industry; and

d. Actively promotes the implementation of sustainable business practices and/or practices these efforts in day-to-day operations. 

NOMINATION QUESTIONS

1. Briefly introduce the nominee and provide an overview as to why they are deserving of the Innovator of the Year Award. 

2. Demonstrate that the nominee has developed either:

a. An innovative new tourism product, service or process that has a positive impact on the tourism business or on the industry; or
b. An innovative new approach that refines and/or enhances an existing tourism product, service or process that has a positive impact on the tourism business or on the industry.

3. Demonstrate how the nominee is committed to visitor satisfaction and product development. 

For example: Describe how they consistently meet/exceed visitor expectations; work to consistently deliver memorable tourism experiences; work to improve the quality of their tourism business, products or services, etc. 

4. Demonstrate how the nominee contributes to the long-term growth of the tourism industry locally, territorially and/or nationally.

For example: Describe how the nominee enhances the professionalism and image of the industry; contributes to the promotion of the industry; works with other stakeholders/organizations to promote the growth of the industry, etc.
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
