The Tourism Industry Association of Yukon Tourism Awards of Excellence, sponsored by Outside the Cube, were established to recognize and foster excellence in the Yukon tourism industry. The awards allow the industry to recognize those people, places, organizations and events that have gone above and beyond to offer superior tourism experiences to travelers in Yukon. The awards are presented annually at an awards dinner during the TIA Yukon Conference and AGM.

GENERAL ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA 

Applications will be accepted from all individuals, organizations or businesses that support the Yukon tourism industry and contribute to the development of Yukon as a must-see destination. 

The nominated tourism-related product or service must have been offered within the 18 months prior to April 1, 2011. 

Organizations or businesses may be self-nominated or nominated by another party. 

NOMINATION PROCESS 

Nominations must adhere to the general eligibility criteria and the category-specific criteria. When nominating a business or individual, please fill out all of the attached nomination form and respond to each of the questions/criteria provided for that category. 

Nominations for the 2011 Yukon Tourism Awards of Excellence sponsored by Outside the Cube will be accepted until the end of the business day on Friday, April 15, 2011.

The Sustainability Leadership in Tourism Award will be presented to an organization that has made an outstanding contribution to the practice and promotion of sustainable tourism in Yukon.   The recipient of this award will be an organization that:

a. Promotes appreciation and enjoyment of Yukon’s natural and cultural resources; 

b. Endeavours to protect and enhance Yukon’s natural and cultural resources;

c. Minimizes impacts on our environment and implements sustainable business practices in daily operations;

d. Works collaboratively with other stakeholders, and respects and involves host communities in promoting sustainable tourism development;

e. Raises awareness about the need to preserve our natural and cultural resources and influences visitors to enjoy these resources sustainably.

NOMINATION QUESTIONS:

1. Briefly describe the nominee and their business model. Provide an overview as to why the nominee is deserving of the Sustainability Leadership in Tourism Award. 

2. Demonstrate how the nominee strives to promote the appreciation and enjoyment of Yukon’s natural and cultural resources.  

For example: Describe how the nominee works to enrich travel experiences, understanding and enjoyment by providing opportunities to connect with Canada’s natural and cultural heritage; how they foster support for the protection and sensitive use of Yukon resources and places; etc.
3. Describe how the nominee endeavours to achieve tourism development in a manner that harmonizes sustainability and economic objectives. 
For example: Demonstrate how the nominee implements sustainable concepts into daily operations, limits the negative impacts of tourism through the responsible use of resources, effective waste management and minimizing of pollution; describe how the nominee limits activities, services and facilities to levels that do not threaten the integrity of resources or systems while continuing to support traveler access and unforgettable experiences; etc.

4. Demonstrate that the nominee works collaboratively with other stakeholders and host communities in decisions relating to our natural and cultural heritage resources. 
For example: Describe how the nominee respects the rights and values of host and local communities, property owners and Aboriginal peoples; how they educate communities about the importance of tourism and provides them with a meaningful role in planning and decision making for the design, development and delivery of tourism programs and services; etc.

5. Describe how the nominee has fostered greater awareness about the need to preserve our natural and cultural resources and influences visitors to enjoy our resources sustainably. 

For example: Describe how the nominee shares knowledge through education programs or staff training; how they integrate sustainability into marketing, trip-planning materials and tourism activities, fostering responsible use and enjoyment of our nature, culture and communities; etc.
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
