The Tourism Industry Association of Yukon Tourism Awards of Excellence, sponsored by Outside the Cube, were established to recognize and foster excellence in the Yukon tourism industry. The awards allow the industry to recognize those people, places, organizations and events that have gone above and beyond to offer superior tourism experiences to travelers in Yukon. The awards are presented annually at an awards dinner during the TIA Yukon Conference and AGM.

GENERAL ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA 

Applications will be accepted from all individuals, organizations or businesses that support the Yukon tourism industry and contribute to the development of Yukon as a must-see destination. 

The nominated tourism-related product or service must have been offered within the 18 months prior to April 1, 2011. 

Organizations or businesses may be self-nominated or nominated by another party. 

NOMINATION PROCESS 

Nominations must adhere to the general eligibility criteria and the category-specific criteria. When nominating a business or individual, please fill out all of the attached nomination form and respond to each of the questions/criteria provided for that category. 

Nominations for the 2011 Yukon Tourism Awards of Excellence sponsored by Outside the Cube will be accepted until the end of the business day on Friday, April 15, 2011.

The Marketing Innovation Award will be presented to the organization that has devised and implemented the most outstanding tourism marketing campaign or initiative. Nominations may be presented in this category for broadcast, print, or electronic media campaigns, or any combination thereof.

The recipient of this award will be an organization whose marketing campaign: 

a. Attracts a significant amount of public/media awareness about a Yukon tourism destination, product or experience; 

b. Demonstrates an inspired and innovative approach to the campaign in an effort to encourage travelers to visit the Yukon; and 

c. Utilizes novel or creative techniques or methodology to enhance the nominee’s brand visibility, recognition and/or reputation. 

NOMINATION QUESTIONS

1. Briefly describe the nominee, and provide an overview as to why they are deserving of the Marketing Innovation Award. 

2. Demonstrate that the nominee (the campaign) attracts a significant amount of public/media awareness about a Yukon tourism destination, product or experience. 

For example: Describe how the campaign enhances the visibility and image of the Yukon or a particular region as a superior tourism destination; how the campaign generates interest in a tourism destination, product or service; etc.

3. Demonstrate that the nominee (the campaign) uses an innovative or inspired approach in an effort to encourage travelers to visit the Yukon tourism destination, product or experience featured in the campaign. 

For example: Describe how the campaign is creative, inventive, groundbreaking and/or innovative in its approach; describe the campaign’s uniqueness; how the campaign is memorable or unforgettable; etc.

4. Demonstrate that the nominee (the campaign) makes use of creative techniques or methodology to enhance the nominee’s brand visibility, recognition and/or reputation.

For example: Describe how the campaign constructively differentiates the nominee from similar organizations, destinations and/or competitors; how the nominee’s campaign leaves its target audience with a positive or enticing opinion of their destination, product or experience; etc. 
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
