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benefit from either of those short sighted approaches,Ó said Hanson.

YUKON NEW DEMOCRATS TO MAKE LAND USE PLANNING AND

RESIDENTS’ CONCERNS 
 
WHITEHORSE – Liz Hanson and the New Democrats will make land use 
planning and protecting the Peel top government priorities, saying that for too 
long the Fentie/Pasloski government has kept land use planning on the 
backburner. 
 
“Bringing certainty to the land base is one of the most important things a 
government can do to promote long-term prosperity and sustainable economic 
development. It’s time to make land use planning a government-wide priority,” 
said Hanson.
